The congrcgatibn of 8t. Peter's Church, Ro­
chester, New York, connected with thoiRochos-
ter City Presbytery, have subscribed tho money, 
and just paidtfcelr "debt," amounting to about 
nine thousand dollars, and now hold tho" title 
to their church property/rwl/rew incumbrance. 

ThiB is ono ol the most beautiful and pleasant 
church In Western New York. It was built ten. 
or twelve years since by Upjohn & Son, of New 
York, and under their superintendence: andait 
subsequent improvements have been made un­
der their direction. In addition to the usual 
furniture and equipments, such as)a chapel, or­
gan, church library, Sabbath-schcol library, «BC., 
thoy have a chime of nine bells from the loun-
dry of the Meneely's, of Troy. , 

During the past summer an apse has bcencon-
stroctedut the east end of the church, and .the 
pulpit has been reconstructed to correspond 
with the architecture or the recess. Upon.two 
of the three sides of the apse are tablets, con­
taining the Lord's Prayer, the Ten Command­
ments, and the Aposths' Creed. On thei center 
panel is the text, in gold and Illtunlnated letters, 
*' Come unto.me, aifye that labor and ?re heavy 
laden, and I WU1 give you rest," "Grace, 
"Peace." There are also upon this panel, upon 
the medallions in the arched ceiling, and.ia tne 
stained-glass window at tho apex of the rooi 
ot the apse, . appropriate Christian symbols. 
Nearly five thousand dollars has been expended 
during the year in this and other improvements 
In "and around the'church. An addition of 
five hundred dollars has been made to the salary 
of the pastor. Rev. Dr. YcOmans, making it two 
thousand dollars, and a pleasant and convenient

.But it is not in the pecuniary interests on.y 
or chiefly thatJihe Great Head of the; Church 
has vouchsaled prosperity to this congregation.
